Graveyards in Southampton Township [Cumberland County]

From Zeamer Collection, Box 1, Book 2


On Oct. 29, 1909, I visited the southern part of Southampton Township in quest of old graveyards.


Isaac Severs informed me that on a farm now owned by George Saltzgiver, formerly by Abraham Boughman, due south from Leesburg was an old graveyard which Abraham Boughman probably originated. Boughmans and Helms are buried there; also likely some of Henry Clver’s family. The burying place is very old and there now are no tombstones in it that have inscriptions upon them.


Isaac Severs also informed me that on the road leading from Cleversburg to the Big Pond there was once a burying ground known as “Clever’s Graveyard,” as it was in the neighborhood where different Clevers lived. It has been abandoned long ago and now has no tombstones with inscriptions upon them. The last person I.S. saw buried in it was an old man named Joseph Hippensteel.
